Why we do WHAT we doé 
While volunteering at the shelter one day in October, Kim introduced a 
nice family to one of our dogs who has lived at the shelter since she was 
ONE YEAR OLD.  Our little girl, T.J. has lived at K-9 Bed & Biscuit No-
Kill shelter for SIX YEARS!       
Being a ópit mixô didnôt help T.J. find her ñforever homeò quicklyé but 
being a  NO-KILL shelter ensured her that she would find ité eventually.  
Today T.J. has a new family and a playmate to go home to. One look at 
this face and you wonder, ñWhy did it take so long?ò

to serving the pets of our community, our dogs and cats will all get a 
chance to go home!

Cold Weather Pet Tips from the ASPCA  
 
Brrrréitôs cold outside!  The following guidelines will help 
you protect your companion animals when the  mercury 
dips. 

1. Keep your cat inside. Outdoors, felines can freeze, be-
come lost or be stolen, injured or killed. Cats who are 
allowed to stray are exposed to infectious diseases, 
including rabies, from other cats, dogs and wildlife.  

2. Never let your dog off the leash on snow or ice, espe-
cially during a snowstormðdogs can lose their scent 
and easily become lost. More dogs are lost during the 
winter than during any other season, so make sure 
yours always wears ID tags. 

3. Thoroughly wipe off your dog's legs and stomach 
when he comes in out of the sleet, snow or ice. He can 
ingest salt, antifreeze or other potentially dangerous 

chemicals while licking his paws, 
and his paw pads may also bleed 
from snow or encrusted ice. 

***Use pet safe products for   
melting ice!   

4.  Never shave your dog down to 
the skin in winter,  as a longer coat 
will provide more warmth. When 
you bathe your dog in the colder 
months, be sure to completely dry 
him before taking him outside.  

Get Out the Kleenex...  

5 .   Never leave your dog or cat alone in a car during 

       cold weather. A car can act as a refrigerator in  

       the winter, holding in the cold and causing the  

       animal to freeze to death. 

7.  Does your dog spend a lot of time engaged in  

      outdoor activities? Increase his supply of food,  

      particularly protein, to keep him ðand his furð 

      in tip -top shape. 

8.  Like coolant, antifreeze is a lethal poison for dogs  

      and cats. Be sure to thoroughly clean up any spills    

      from your vehicle & consider using products  

      that contain propylene glycol NOT ethylene glycol.  

9. Make sure your companion animal has a warm          
place to sleep, off the floor and away from all 
drafts. A cozy dog or cat bed with a warm blanket 
or pillow is perfect.
